	Project Description: The Town of Paradise is proposing to construct, operate, and maintain a new sewer collection system within the Town limits, with an export pipeline from the Town to the Chico Wastewater Pollution Control Plant (WPCP). Specifically, the Proposed Project would consist of three primary components: Core Collection System, Export Pipeline System, and Extended Collection System. The Core Collection System would collect wastewater from the Town's sewer service area and convey it to the Export Pipeline System at southwestern edge of Paradise on Skyway. The Export Pipeline System includes an 18-mile pipeline that would convey wastewater from the Core Collection System in Paradise down Skyway and across southern Chico to the Chico WPCP. The Extended Collection System is an extension of the Core Collection System that would allow collection of sewage from parcels outside of the Core Collection System but within the Town limits up to the allowed capacity of the system. The first two components would begin construction in 2024 and are 
assessed in the draft PEIR at a project-level of detail; the third component, Extended Collection System would follow,
but is assessed a programmatic level of detail as less is known about this component of the proposed project.
	Project's Effects: Potentially significant impacts on biological resources would be reduced to less than significant with implementation of MM-BIO-1 through MM-BIO-26. Potentially significant impacts on archaeological resources would be reduced to less than significant with implementation of MM-CUL-1 and MM-CUL-2. Implementation of MM-GEO-1 would reduce potentially significant impacts related to geologic and soils hazards to less than significant. Implementation of MM-GEO-2 would reduce potentially significant impacts on paleontological resources to less than significant. Implementation of MM-HAZ-1 through MM-HAZ-9 would reduce potentially significant impacts related to hazards and hazardous materials. Implementation of MM-HAZ-1, MM-HYD-1, MM-HYD-2, MM-BIO-15, and MM-HYD-3 would reduce potentially significant impacts on hydrology and water quality to less than significant. Potentially significant impacts related to noise and groundborne vibration would be reduced to less than significant with implementation of MM-NSE-1. Implementation of MM-HAZ-6 would reduce potentially significant impacts on fire protection facilities, police protection facilities, schools, and other public facilities to less than significant. Implementation of MM-HAZ-6 would reduce potentially significant impacts on transportation to less than significant. Potentially significant impacts on tribal cultural resources would be reduced to less than significant with implementation of MM-TCR-1 and MM-TCR-2. Implementation of MM-UTIL-1 would reduce potentially significant impacts on utility infrastructure to less than significant. Potentially significant impacts on wildfire would be reduced to less than significant with implementation of MM-HAZ-1, MM-HAZ-3 through MM-HAZ-9, MM-HYD-1, MM-HYD-3, and MM-GEO-1.
