(1) The installation will be undertaken within existing substation footprints with minimal land disturbance; (2) The substation sites are located away from residential, school or other public (populated) areas; (3) The operation will
resultin (a) no net increases in air emissions per air quality requirements as ordered by applicable state, federal and local air quality laws (generators will be permitted through the Imperial County Air Pollution Control District); (b) no noticeable
increase in noise to nearest sensitive receptors pursuant to city and/or county Noise Elements or Ordinances of their respective General Plans; (c) no substantial degradation of the existing visual character or quality of the sites and their
surroundings; and (d) will not create a significant hazard to the public or the environment through the routine transport, use, or disposal of hazardous material (hazardous material will be stored and disposed of in compliance with applicable
laws, diesel fuel and demineralized water will be trucked in with an anticipate onsite storage maximum of 8 hours).
