	Project Description: The project site is in the western portion of Riverside County within the City of Perris. Specifically, the project site is located at 23 East Rider Street at the southeast corner of North Perris Boulevard and East Riders Street. Elevation is approximately 1,455 feet above mean sea level (amsl). The site currently consists of a single parcel (APN: 300-300-026) totaling approximately 2.06 gross acres. Project includes development of a new 7-Eleven convenience store, gasoline fueling station, and automated car wash. Access to the site will be provided via two separate 35-foot wide driveways: one along Perris Boulevard and the other along Rider Street. Both driveways will be restricted to right-in/right-out turning movements. Project includes 37 passenger vehicle parking stalls, including two accessible stalls and one electric vehicle stall, and includes 24,372-square feet of landscaping. Project includes a Type 20 ABC License for the convenience store/fueling station operation, a Conditional Use Permit (CUP 19-05281) for 24-hour operation, a Variance (VAR 20-05162) to waive/reduce Municipal Code distance requirements for alcohol sales, and a Specific Plan Amendment (SPA 19-05282) to change the land use from Business Professional Office (BPO) to Commercial (C).
	Project's Effects: The Initial Study evaluated potential environmental impacts to aesthetics, agricultural and forestry resources, air quality, biological resources, cultural resources, energy, geology and soils, greenhouse gas emissions, hazards and hazardous materials, hydrology and water quality, land use and planning, mineral resources, noise, population and housing, public services, recreation, transportation/traffic, tribal cultural resources, utilities and service systems and wildfires. Of all potential effects evaluated, impacts in the areas of biological resources, cultural resources, geology and soils, hazards and hazardous materials, hydrology and water quality, and noise were identified, but will be reduced to less than significant levels with implementation of the mitigation measures identified in the Initial Study. The City did not identify any significant, unavoidable impacts that require further analysis in an Environmental Impact Report.
