Reclamation/Revegetation Plan

At the completion of mining activities, all equipment will be removed from the project site and all debris will be removed and
disposed at a permitted facility. All quarry fencing and gates will remain in place to prevent unauthorized access onto
CalPortland’s private property and fo restrict the public from reclaimed mine features.

Quarry slopes will be contoured to their designed slope angles as determined for each quarry by the Slope Stability Report to
meet sufficient factors of safety. The finished benches will be ripped as feasible due to rock benches, covered with soil and
alluvium, and revegetated. After revegetation, CalPortland will maintain erosion control and safety features; monitor
revegetation progress; and conduct remediation as necessary until success criteria achieved. Ongoing maintenance of fencing,
signs, and erosion control will be conducted.

Roads not needed for site and quarry access will have any road base material removed, surface ripped and covered with available
soil or alluvium, and revegetated. Other onsite roads needed for quarry access will be reclaimed after reclamation of quarries and
stockpiles to allow access to all reclamation areas.
