Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The proposed commercial cannabis cultivation operation is located at 11650 High Valley Road Clearlake, CA, on APNs
006-004-07, 006-004-25, 006-004-24, 006-002-04, 006-002-09, 006-004-06, and 006-009-36 (Project Parcels). The
proposed commercial cannabis cultivation operation will be composed of (80) A type 3 outdoor cultivation, (1) type 11
distributor, and (1) A type 4 nursery licenses with a total combined canopy area of 3,485,000 square feet (sf). All
proposed cultivation would occur solely on parcel 006-004-07. The proposed project includes 11 buildings totaling
110,000 sf for storage and drying of cannabis. This includes one cold storage structure. The 1,639.96-acre property is
large enough to support the proposed canopy areas; the applicant is not within an ‘exclusion overlay district’; and that the
applicant is pre-enrolled with the Regional Water Board. The applicant must meet all applicable local and state
requirements for cannabis cultivation.

The Initial Study found that the following areas may have potential significant effects on the environment:

Aesthetics, Air Quality, Biological Resources, Cultural Resources, Biological Resources, Geology/Soils, Hazards and
Hazardous Materials, Hydrology and Water Quality, and Noise. However, with the incorporated Mitigation Measures and
Conditions of Approval the potential environmental effects/impacts have been reduced to less than significant. These
measures include but not limited to a incorporation of a lighting plan in compliance with dark sky requirements,
minimization of emissions from equipment, prohibition of burning or construction debris, as well as odor control plans and
dust mitigation plans. In addition, the proposed project includes pre-construction surveys for nesting birds and roosting
bats, cultural resource training to recognize potentially significant artifacts and implementation of the inadvertent
discovery protocol, erosion and control measures/best management practices to minimize the potential for water quality
impacts, and conformance with noise standards including start up and machinery operation times, and conformance with
all measures, codes, laws, and standards to reduce impacts associated with wildfire. (please refer to IS 21-10 for further
details).
