In addition, the project will include shoulder widening. The project will not alter existing roadway capacity. The project will occur within existing state right-of-way. 
	Project's Effects: A Categorical Exemption (CE) was prepared for the project by Caltrans District 5. The project would not result in any significant or potentially significant effects to existing resources at the project location. The project will include Caltrans Standard Measures during construction to avoid and minimize potential effects to the following resources: air quality, noise, visual, hazardous waste, water quality, and biological.
