Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The project proposes a SITE DEVELOPMENT PERMIT for the de-channelization (concrete-removal) of 1,885 linear feet
(LF) of Chollas Creek, construction of 3,100 LF varied-width trail (5-12 ft), and native landscaping around the trail and
banks of the creek, on a site containing Environmentally Sensitive Lands. The project would remove 2.26 acres of
concrete channel, widen the channel, and construct 2.84 acres of channel lined with stone and native vegetation. A new
retaining wall of varied heights (7-12 ft) would be installed along the southern side of the creek and the slope would be
replanted. An existing bridge, reinforced concrete box, and manhole would be removed, and 60 LF of sewer relocated.
Four stone drop structures, one concrete spillway and stone energy dissipator, and five maintenance access ramps of
armorflex or equivalent would be installed. Staging would occur on existing disturbed land on the northwest and east of
the site. After grading, native landscaping, a trail and maintenance access would be installed in the northwest staging
area. The project site is east of Interstate (I) 15 and Home Avenue, north of State Route (SR) 94, west of Sunshine
Berardini Field, and south of Federal Boulevard within Right of Way owned by the City of San Diego and Caltrans.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

The City of San Diego conducted an Initial Study which determined that the proposed project could have a significant
environmental effect on Biological Resources. Biological resource impacts would occur to disturbed wetland habitat (1.52
acre of concrete-lined channel) as a result of the removal of concrete lining and RCB and grading to widen the channel.
Mitigation for all impacts to habitat will total 2.11 acre and will occur on site through the widening of channel into formerly
developed concrete channel banks and disturbed land.
