The Marina Downtown Vitalization Specific Plan focuses on the Downtown area of the City of Marina, establishing a development framework for land use, circulation,
utilities and services, resource protection, design, and implementation through: 1) A cogent vision for the future; 2) Clearly articulated land uses and development
regulations; and 3) Appropriate design standards and guidelines.

The Specific Plan builds on the goals and objectives from the City of Marina General Plan, as well as the standards and regulations from the City of Marina Municipal
