	Project Description: The North Fork of Lynch Canyon Creek is currently dammed to form an unpermitted reservoir. The Applicants propose to acquire the necessary water right for a seasonal diversion at the dam and to lower the spillway structure at the dam. The Applicants propose to lower the Lynch Canyon Reservoir spillway elevation from 18.8 feet to 15.8 feet, reducing the surface area of the reservoir from 12.6 acres to 8.1 acres and reducing the capacity of the reservoir from 79 acre-feet to 47 acre-feet.
	Project's Effects: Water right application A030949 (Lynch Canyon Reservoir) significant or potentially significant effects and their mitigation measures are as follows: There are three mitigation measures concerning soils and geology. Mitigation includes the need for approval of a sediment control plan, prohibiting debris in any form, from construction, to enter waters of the state, and prohibited diversion of water and/or construction until the right holder has obtained and is in compliance with all required permits or other approvals. There are two mitigation measures concerning hydrology and water quality. Mitigation includes maintaining a livestock exclusion fence around the reservoir and associated stream channels to protect emergent wetlands, and prohibits fuels, oil, or lubricants from construction equipment to have the ability to enter waters of the state. There are nine mitigation measures concerning biological resources. Mitigation includes environmental awareness training, preconstuction surveys for special status terrestrial and aquatic species, limiting the construction season to mitigate impact of California red-legged frogs, implementing a bullfrog eradication plan, retaining reservoir habitat for native species, and install flags or fencing to exclude construction activities in wetlands. 
There is one mitigation measures concerning Hazards and Hazardous Materials. Mitigation includes wildfire control by clearing construction areas of combustible materials. There is two mitigation measures concerning cultural resources. Mitigation includes protection measures for archaeological materials and human remains that could be uncovered as a result of construction activities.
