	Project Description: The Yolo County Department of Community Services, Public Works Division (County), and the California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) Division of Local Assistance are proposing to implement the second phase of the County Road (CR) 98 Bike and Safety Improvement Project, which will widen and improve shoulders along CR 98. Roundabouts will be constructed at the intersections with CR 31 (Covell Boulevard), CR 32 (Russell Boulevard), and Hutchison Drive. Implementation of the Project will require the relocation of drainage ditches and utilities outside the clear recovery zone, which will include extension, replacement, and/or relocation of existing drainage structures to accommodate the widened road. All construction staging will occur within the existing right-of-way. The purpose of the Project is to improve public safety while traveling on the roadway. Construction of this Project is planned to commence in spring 2025 or later and to be completed within two construction seasons. A more detailed project description is provided in Section 4 of the Initial Study.
