Mitigation includes planting 
five Pajaro manzanitas for each one that will be removed; and planting another five on the project site 
as mitigation for the area of development being closer than 100 feet from sensitive habitat. Impact to 
viewshed as potential ridgeline development. Mitigation includes planting at least ten native oak trees 
close to the lot lines of the subject property to screen views of the development. Monitoring for 
survival of the manzanitas and oaks includes three years of annual reporting.
