Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

Fifteen (15) A-Type 3: "Outdoor" licenses: Outdoor cultivation for adult-use cannabis without the use of light deprivation
and/or artificial lighting in the canopy area at any point in time. The applicant proposes 15 acres of canopy within
approximately 25.8 acres (1,123,848 sq. ft.) of cultivation area. The proposed project would include using an existing
barn as an onsite nursery.

One (1) A-Type 13 Self Distribution license
The project will occur on a 302.4 acre property. The site is accessed from Ogulin Canyon Road, east a Clearlake, CA,

approximate 1 mile east of the intersection of State Highway 53 with Ogulin Canyon Road. The cultivation area proposed
will consist of approximately 25.8-acres. Cultivation would be secured with a 6-foot fence and locked gates.

Aesthetics: All lighting to meet Dark-Sky Association standards and provisions of Lake County Zoning Ordinance

Air Quality / Greenhouse Gas: all diesel equipment registered with Air Quality, plant waste to be chipped and spread
(not burned); parking areas and access ways surfaced with all weather surface; use of white rock for surfacing
prohibited.

Biological Resources: Pre-construction surveys for special-status species, special-status bird surveys during nesting
season, and incorporation of erosion control measures.

Cultural / Tribal Resources: notify local overseeing tribe(s) and archeologist if any potentially significant artifacts are
found during site disturbance. Notify same and the Lake County Sheriff's Dept if any human remains are found. Either
find will cause work to stop until properly interred or relocated.

Geology and Soils: Implement erosion control measures, avoid wet season construction unless authorized by the
County, and grading permit and building permits required as applicable.

Hazard and Hazardous Materials: Equipment maintenance and proper waste storage.

Noise: puts limits on construction - Related and non construction related noises limited and measured at the property
lines.
