Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The project site is located in the Santa Ynez foothills of Montecito within the southern portion of Santa Barbara County.
The Reservoir Retrofit and Replacement Project involves seismic retrofits, repairs, and replacements at eight of the
existing water storage reservoirs owned by the Montecito Water District: Doulton, Romero, Terminal, Bella Vista, Park
Lane, Cold Springs, Hot Springs, and Buena Vista. The project would bring all eight reservoirs into compliance with

seismic design codes and regulations. No retrofit or replacement would expand the water storage capacity of an existing
reservoir.

The IS-MND identifies potentially significant but mitigable impacts to air quality, biological resources, cultural resources,
geology and soils, noise, and tribal cultural resources.
