Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The Project proposes a Use Permit and Vesting Tentative Tract Map (VTTM) to allow the replacement of the existing
Tustin Hills Racquet and Pickleball Club with a Planned Unit Development consisting of 17 buildings containing 34 single-
family townhome units and 3 single-family detached units for a total of 37 units. The Project site is zoned Al (General
Agricultural). Pursuant to Government Code section 65589.5(j)(4), a zone change is not required for this Project because
the Project is consistent with objective General Plan standards and criteria but the zoning for the Project site is
inconsistent with the General Plan due to the inconsistency between the zoning and General Plan the density allowances.
The Project includes a total of 169 parking spaces. Each unit would have its own two car garage as well as two additional
on-site guest parking spaces within the driveway. On-street parking would be allowed on one side of each of the private
streets within the Project site, which would result in an additional 21 parking spaces within the community. The Project
would include open space areas, as well as a pool area with pool, jacuzzi, deck, and pool building.

The Project includes a total of 169 parking spaces. Each unit would have its own two car garage as well as two additional
on-site guest parking spaces within the driveway. On-street parking would be allowed on one side of each of the private
streets within the Project site, which would result in an additional 21 parking spaces within the community. The Project
would include open space areas, as well as a pool area with pool, jacuzzi, deck, and pool building..

-Biological Resources: Impacts related to roosting bats and nesting birds would be mitigated to less than significant
levels through implementation of MM BIO-1 and MM BIO-2, which require preconstruction surveys for roosting bats and
nesting birds.

-Geology and Soils: Impacts related to strong seismic ground shaking, seismic-related ground failure, landslides, soil
stability, and expansive soils would be mitigated to less than significant levels through implementation of MM GEO-1,
which requires the implementation of measures identified in the Project's Geotechnical Report that were designed to
address these geotechnical issues.
