	Project Description: The project consists of demolition, construction, and renovation of buildings and campus facilities on the 200-acre campus in five phases over 30 years. The proposed project would involve demolition of approximately 229,000 square feet of existing buildings and facilities, construction of approximately 397,000 square feet of new buildings, and renovation and repurposing of approximately 148,000 square feet of existing buildings. The proposed project would also provide various outdoor space improvements, athletic fields improvement, and ADA and site improvements. 
	Project's Effects: Air Quality - Impacts related to construction air quality would be reduced by using EPA Tier 4 emissions standards construction equipment and paints with reduced VOC contents.
Biological Resources - Impacts to special status species would be reduced by performing protocol and preconstruction surveys and taking subsequent required actions based on the survey results. Impacts to wetlands or jurisdictional resources would be reduced by conducting jurisdictional delineation and complying with the required permits. 
Cultural Resources - Impacts to historic resources would be reduced by preparing HABS Level II documentation. However, impacts would remain significant and unavoidable. Impacts to archaeological resources would be reduced by monitoring ground disturbing activities and a monitoring and treatment plan will be developed if a resource is found.
Noise - Construction noise impact would be reduced by creating a noise barrier implementing various noise control techniques. 
Tribal Cultural Resources - Impacts would be reduced by monitoring ground disturbing activities and contacting the consulting tribe if a resource is found and following the steps recommended by the consulting tribe.
