	Project Description: The project includes  a new 60 mega-watt lithium ion Energy Storage Facility.  The applications associated with the proposal include a Tentative Parcel Map, Conditional Use Permit, a Development Plan, and a Development Plan Amendment. The proposed Conditional Use Permit and Development Plan for the development and operation of a 60-megawatt lithium-ion battery energy facility containing energy storage cabinets (Megapacks) manufactured by Tesla along with supporting equipment such as transformers, inverters and other electrical distribution equipment. Each megapack has pre-installed energy storage components that are contained in a steel cabinet enclosure. The current design includes the installation of up to 62 Megapacks. The project also includes an on-site electrical substation with a transformer, and the construction of an underground connection (tie line) to the existing SCE Isla Vista substation located west of and adjacent to Storke Road, approximately 300 feet west of the project site.  
	Project's Effects: Potential environmental effects were identified in two areas: Biological Resources and Cultural Resources.

For Biological Resources, Mitigation .Measure BIO-1 requires surveying for nesting special-status birds prior to construction.  If  active nests are present near or on the project site, buffers shall be established by a qualified biologist. No project activity shall occur inside a nest buffer until the biologist determines that the nest is no longer active.

For Cultural Resources, Mitigation Measure CR-1 requires a City approved archaeologist and local Chumash consultant to monitor the initial grading of the site.  The monitors shall also be present during the grading for the tie in line from the project site to the existing Southern California Edison Isla Vista substation and will ensure potential impacts to undiscovered resources will be less than significant. Mitigation Measures CR-2, CR-3 and CR-4 require specific surface preparation and placement of culturally sterile fill, implementation of a Phase 3 Data Recovery Program, a Pre-Construction Workshop for the construction team, and professional monitoring by qualified personnel during Construction and will ensure impacts to documented archaeological sites are less than significant.
