The Project site is located along Winchester Road (State Route 79), north of Willow Avenue, west of Sky Canyon Drive
and south of Murrieta Hot Springs Road. The project site is comprised of 10.98 gross acres and is currently vacant and
undeveloped. The proposed Project includes Tentative Parcel Map No. 37398 (PM37398) which will subdivide an
existing two parcel site comprised of approximately 10.98 acres into five (5) commercial lots and Plot Plan No 26346
(PP26346) for the siting, construction, and development of approximately 56,060 total building square feet of a
commercial and retail center on the Project site. The project will require review and approval by the Riverside County
Planning Commission.

The Initial Study identified potentially significant impacts in regards to the issue areas of Biological Resources, Cultural
Resources, Transportation, Tribal Cultural Resources, and Mandatory Findings of Significance; however, with the
incorporation of mitigation measures the impacts were reduced to less than significant.
