Project Title: Feasibility Study and Remedial Action Plan, Former PG&E Napa-1 Manufactured Gas Plant
Location of Project:  201, 211, 221, 241, 251 and 267 Riverside Drive, Napa CA 94559

Project Description: The Remedial Action Plan (RAP) for the Former Napa-1 Manufactured Gas Plant (MGP) Site (Site) addresses impacts to soil and groundwater from previous operations at the Site.  The Site and surrounding areas have been separated into three operable units (OU) to facilitate remedial action planning, cleanup activities, post remedial action certification, and closure of the project. At OU-1 the remedial action will include targeted removal of impacted soil from hot spots, installation of a cap (up to 4 feet clean soil, or asphalt/concrete) and treatment of deep groundwater using in situ Chemical Oxidation/in situ Soil Stabilization (ISCO/ISS). The purpose of the groundwater treatment is to oxidize and immobilize chemicals and Non-Aqueous Phase Liquid (NAPL) that are a potential source of impacts to groundwater, and to prevent the potential future migration of contaminants to the Napa River. At OU-2, the remedy will include excavation of shallow impacted soil in selected areas to a depth of up to 4 feet and backfilling with clean soil. At OU-3, the plan calls for placement of a cap (clean soil or hard-cap).  The selected remedial alternative also involves institutional controls for each OU, including land use covenants (LUCs). Post-remediation groundwater monitoring is proposed for a period of five.
