	Project Description: The County of San Luis Obispo Department of Public Works is proposing to replace the South Bay Boulevard Bridge over Los Osos Creek, just north of the community of Los Osos. The replacement bridge would be located immediately east of the existing bridge and approximately 1,000 feet of approach road would be realinged to meet the bridge on both sides. The existing bridge would be left in use during the construction period, and would be demolished when the new bridge is completed. Construction is expected to take approximately 30 months and would commence in 2023 or 2024.
	Project's Effects: Potentially significant aesthetic effects will be avoided by using a low-profile bridge structure similar to the existing bridge, avoiding tree removal, and implementing a tree replacement plan. Potentially significant effects to air quality will be minimized with use of standard dust control measures. Potentially significant effects to biological resources will be avoided and minimized by implementing standard construction monitoring and impact avoidance measures for salt marsh, Morro manzanita chaparral, native oak woodland, and special-status species, and reducing construction disturbance and vegetation clearing to the minimum necessary extent and clearly marking construction limits. Standard sedimentation and erosion controls will be used to avoid and minimize potentially significant water quality effects during construction. Standard construction crew training and monitoring measures will be implemented to avoid potentially significant impacts to cultural resources. A plan will be implemented for restoring temporary construction impacts and for mitigating permanent impacts to valuable habitat areas from the project.
