	Project Description: The proposed project will be completed in two phases. The first phase will consist of two acres of outdoor cultivation for one year. Phase 2 will consist of a transition to  one acre of outdoor cultivation and less than one-half acre of mixed light cultivation in greenhouses. The transition to Phase 2 of the proposed project will likely occur during the summer of 2022. The proposed ancillary facilities include (12) 8 feet x 40 feet shipping containers for harvest storage, a locked shed for agricultural chemicals, outdoor drying tents, a compost area, and six 5,000-gallon water tanks, one of which will be steel or fiberglass. Additionally, an approximate 4,000 sq. ft. solar grid will be installed on top of the shipping containers to provide a supplementary electrical source for the mixed light cultivation in Phase 2 and other developments associated with cultivation activities. The cultivation area will take place within a 270 feet x 640 feet fence to to allow expansion in Phase 2.
