	Project Description: The City of Ontario is in the process of preparing an update to The Ontario Plan (TOP), its existing General Plan. The update will guide the City’s development and conservation for the next 30 years to 2050. State law requires that a general plan contain eight elements: land use, circulation, housing, open space, noise, safety, environmental justice, and conservation. The City of Ontario General Plan Update would bring the General Plan into compliance with recently enacted state laws, including Senate Bill 1000 (Environmental Justice in Local Land Use Planning) and Senate Bill 379 (Climate Adaptation and Resiliency Strategies), and reflect current data as well as public and staff participation. The purpose of The Ontario Plan is to create a policy framework that articulates a vision for the city’s long-term physical form and development, while preserving and enhancing the quality of life for Ontario’s residents. The key components of this project will include broad community goals for the future of Ontario and specific policies and implementing actions that will help meet the goals. The land use designations in the City of Ontario will remain as designated under the current General Plan. 
	Project's Effects: The SEIR identified potentially significant effects with respect to air quality, cultural resources, paleontological resources, noise, transportation, and tribal cultural resources. Some impacts regarding air quality, historic resources, noise, and traffic (VMT) were determined to be significant and unavoidable. Mitigation measures for all impacts are summarized in Chapter 1, Executive Summary, of the SEIR. 
	Areas of Controversy: The project's scoping meeting identified concerns related to traffic, recreational access, and aircraft noise.
