	Project Description: The applicant requests a conditional use permit (CUP) to authorize the construction, operation, and maintenance of a 21-megawatt ground-mounted utility-scale photovoltaic ground-mounted solar energy facility (“facility”) and up to 28 megawatt of energy storage capacity on an approximately 145 acres of a 148-acre site.  Solar panels will be mounted on a single-axis tracking system on steel support systems.  Interconnection generation-tie (“gen-tie”) will transmit power from the facility into the electricity grid via one of three options, including underground or overhead along a shared gen-tie corridor in approximately 8.5 miles in length.  An eight-foot-tall wildlife-permeable fence and a 10-foot landscaped buffer will be installed along 90th Street West and Avenue A.  Total grading for the Project will total 71,550 cubic yards to be balanced on site.  The construction will result in 75 construction jobs and will take approximately a year to complete.  Approximately 53-acre-feet of water will be required for construction and 1.02 acre-feet annually for the solar facility's opearation for 35 years.  
	Project's Effects: 1. Aesthetics: Aesthetic impacts are mitigated by landscaping outside the project site’s perimeter fence on 110th Street West and by requiring downward-facing low-intensity lighting.
2. Agricultural and Forestry Resources: The impacts are mitigated by an approval and implementation of the project’s Decommissioning Plan, including farmland restoration component. 
3. Air Quality: The impacts are mitigated by implementation of the Dust Control Plans for both Project construction and operation.
4. Biological Resources:  Mitigation measures include requiring pre-construction surveys for various vegetative and wildlife species, acquisition of mitigation lands based on resource impact, and environmental awareness training for construction workers.
