	Project Description: The Proposed Project is an amendment to Specific Plan DHS SP #01-17 to modify the allowed land uses in the Specific Plan’s Mixed Use Zone along with accompanying changes in the Development Standards and Design Guidelines to allow potential hotel and amphitheater uses on Parcels 30 and 31, respectively. The proposed hotel would include 175 guest room within a 4-story, 150,000 square foot building. The proposed amphitheater would seat 5,000 people and host at most one vent per week. Additionally, the Amendment proposes to re-designate Parcel 25 which was originally designated as a Public Utility zone for Southern California Edison (SCE) power stations and systems to serve the Specific Plan projects. Because SCE no longer requires this parcel, the proposed Amendment would re-designate this parcel to Industrial Energy & Utilities to provide space for private power generation or other supporting uses.
	Project's Effects: Mitigation measures have been incorporated for air quality, biological resources, energy, greenhouse gases, noise, and  transportation. All impacts would be less than significant after the implementation of mitigation measures, with the exception of cumulative effects for greenhouse gas emissions, which would remain significant even after the implementation of all feasible mitigation.

Effects on other resources, including aesthetics, agriculture and forestry resources, cultural resources, geology and soils, hazards and hazardous materials, hydrology/water quality, land use/planning, mineral resources, population/housing, public services, recreation, utilities/service systems, and wildfire would not have potentially significant impacts due to the reasons described in the Initial Study. Mitigation measures for Cultural Resources and Geology and Soils, were approved in 2017 as part of the Approved Specific Plan, and are considered to be baseline.
