	Project Description: The project includes two main components: (1) A General Plan Amendment and Rezone to reconfigure the open space zoning associated with a remnant stream corridor which traverses the site, and (2) Development of the 3.5-acre site with two warehouse buildings and associated site improvements, including parking spaces, trash enclosures, a crossing of the open space, and storm drainage facilities. The proposed warehouse buildings would be approximately 17,750 and 15,000 square feet in size.
	Project's Effects: Impact: New exterior lighting could impact existing neighbors. Mitigation: reduce height, revise lighting plans.

Impact: Air emissions during construction could contribute to cumulative degradation of air quality. Mitigation: include air quality best management practices.  
Impact: Burrowing owl could be present during construction. Mitigation: Conduct pre-construction surveys and follow avoidance and handling protocols.

Impact: Nesting birds could be present during construction. Mitigation: Conduct pre-construction surveys and follow avoidance and handling protocols.

Impact: Unanticipated discovery of cultural resources, tribal cultural resources or paleontological resources during construction. Mitigation: Place a note on plans requiring the halting of work and contacting the City if this occurs.
