The County of San Mateo Parks Department (Parks Department) proposes to make improvements to Tunitas Creek
Beach and the surrounding areas in order to increase coastal access and recreational opportunities for public use and
protect natural resources present on the property. The proposed project includes construction of a parking facility,
pathways, overlooks, restrooms, ranger shed, picnic areas, amphitheater, ranger residence, and related amenities. The
Parks Department would operate and maintain the park and its amenities.

Air Quality - Construction could result in fugitive dust. Mitigation includes implementation of BAAQMD Basic Construction
Mitigation Measures.

Special Status Species - Construction could impact special-status plant and wildlife species. Mitigation includes
conducting pre-construction surveys, establishing buffer areas, worker awareness training, monitoring, BMPs, and timing
of work activities.

Wetlands/Riparian Areas - Construction would impact riparian and wetland/stream areas. Mitigation includes BMPs,
compensatory mitigation, revegetation/restoration, and regulatory permits.

Cultural Resources - Historical or archaeological resources could be discovered during ground disturbance. Mitigation
includes monitoring in sensitive areas, stopping work in the event of a discovery, consulting a qualified archaeologist,
and implementing appropriate measures to evaluate, and protect the resource.

Paleontological Resources - Paleontological resources could be discovered during ground disturbance. Mitigation
includes stopping work, consulting a qualified paleontologist and implementing appropriate measures

Hazardous Materials - The site is known to contain hazardous materials from past land uses. Mitigation includes
preparation and implementation of a Health and Safety Plan.

Utilities and Service Systems - The proposed project includes a ranger residence, which requires a potable water supply.
Mitigation includes study to determine water quality/quantity, coordination with the State Water Resources Control Board.
