Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

Eastern Municipal Water District (District) proposes to implement the Project to address per- and poly-fluoroalkyl
substances (PFAS) concentrations in the groundwater pumped at the District’s existing Well 56, taken offline in February
2019. The District proposes to acquire real property to provide a suitable location for the wellhead treatment facility and
has identified a total of five potential sites (Proposed Project and Options 1-4). All but one site is clustered around the
intersection of Ramona Exressway/ Indian Avenue. One site is the District’'s existing Well 59 at the Indian Avenue/Nance
Street intersection. The site options range in size from approximately 0.6 acres to 15 acres. Depending on the site
selected, pipelines would be construction in a portion of the public rights-of-way of local streets, primarily Indian Avenue.
Construction is expected to require between 5 and 18 weeks, depending on site, and to be operational in late 2024.

The Project has the potential to have significant impacts without the following mitigation measures, which apply to one or
more site options. MM AES-1: Exterior light fixture specifications that limit light spillover beyond the site boundary. MMs
BIO-1 to BIO-4: implement preventative measures for burrowing owl, nesting birds, and Crotch's bumble bee including
pre-construction survey and identified of burrowing owl management plan or buffer zones, as appropriate; conduct
focused surveys for special status plant species with potential to occur. MMs CUL-1 to CUL-4: develop a Cultural
Resource Treatment Monitoring Agreement and Cultural Resources Monitoring Plan, conduct archaeological monitoring,
and evaluate all artifacts discovered by the Project Archaeologist and Tribal Monitor(s). MM GEO-1: Stop work and have
possible fossil evaluated by a paleontologist. MMs HYDRO-1 and HYDRO-2: develop and implement a Storm Water
Pollution Prevention Plan in compliance with the NPDES Construction General Permit, and comply with Santa Ana
RWQCB'’s Order No. R8-2015-0004 for any construction discharges. MM TRA-1: prepare a Traffic Control Plan. Tribal
Cultural Resources: MMs TCR-1 to TCR-3, in addition to applicable portions of MMs CULT-1 to CULT-4, these measures
define the disposition of inadvertent tribal resource discoveries, non-disclosure of reburial locations, and handling of
human remains.
