The proposed project site is located in the south-west portion of Tulare County within the PID boundary, approximately 1
mile west of the City of Porterville. The proposed project would involve operation of a water bank on approximately 60
acres within parcels 236-150-001 and 237-070-018. The site is currently utilized for field crops, dairy farming, and
groundwater recharge. The property is designated for agricultural use by the Tulare County General Plan and Tulare
County Zoning Code.

The purpose of the proposed project is to bank water that is periodically available above current needs from the Tule
River #2 Canal or Tipton Ditch and deliver that recovered water to lawful recipients within the allowed Places of Use. the
operation of two groundwater banking facilities consisting of approximately 62 acres of existing recharge basin, seven
existing wells, and three existing turnouts from Tipton Ditch and the Tule River Intertie. No new construction is proposed
as part of this project.
