The project proposes domestic water system improvements at two CVWD sites (Site 5513 and Site 5514) to alleviate water
storage deficiencies and increase water storage capacity, reliability, and efficiency within the CVWD water distribution system.
The project proposes the construction of a new steel domestic water tank (referred to as Reservoir 5514-2) at Site 5514. To
accommodate placement of Reservoir 5514-2, the existing Booster Station 5514 would be demolished and relocated to Site
5513 (which would be renamed Booster Station 5513-W). Additionally, approximately 600 linear feet of pipeline would be
placed within Thunderbird Road to replace an existing pipe segment and accommodate the Booster Station 5514 relocation.
