	Project Description: Gibson Renewables, LLC, seeks to construct and operate a solar PV electric-generating facility with the capacity to generate up to 20 MWac of renewable energy.  The Gibson Solar Farm Project would also include a 6.5 MWac/26 MWh Battery Energy Storage System.  The project would be constructed on a 147-acre agricultural parcel located approximately 0.6 mile west of Madison in unincorporated Yolo County.  The project would be located on a parcel that is currently in agricultural production and surrounded by orchards and field crops. The property is enrolled in the Williamson Act. A 'mulit-use' plan for the project site has also been proposed to support pollinators, grazing, growing native plants, host apirary use at the site in an effort to carry out 'agrivoltaic' activities. 
	Project's Effects: Potentially significant impacts include permanent conversion of and loss of agricultural land that is designated as Prime Farmland and containing Class I and II soils, as well as potential compatibility issues with the Williamson Act.  An Initial Study was prepared for the project and these issue areas will be analyzed in greater detail in a Focused Environmental Impact Report  (EIR).  Other potentially significant effects include impacts to biological resources, such as nesting raptors and foraging habitat, and cultural resources.  Proposed mitigation will be identified in the EIR.
