The site is currently occupied by a 110-room hotel (Best Western Corte Madera Inn), a stand-alone restaurant building, and ancillary infrastructure. The Project includes demolition and removal of most of the existing on-site development, construction of a new 149-room hotel including ancillary facilities, and off-site frontage and pedestrian improvements and undergrounding of utilities along Tamal Vista Boulevard. Project actions include Use Permit and Site Plan approval.  All potential impacts have been mitigated to less than significant.
