The City of Laguna Beach Public Works Department is proposing the Moss Street Beach Access Rehabilitation Project. The Project includes rehabilitation and
replacement of existing stairs, a viewing deck, and landscaping associated with coastal access point improvements. The rehabilitated coastal access point will
provide controlled direction of areas of interest to enjoy scenic vista corridors of the Pacific Ocean and the City Beach. The proposed improvements will enhance
accessibility and provide new railings for increased safety. The Project will also enhance landscaping at the access point. It will also include the installation of a
permanent Lifeguard Observation Tower (LOT) manned by a lifeguard seasonally (Memorial Day through Labor Day). The Project would entail demolition and
disposal of existing walls and stairs and construction of the base piling for the LOT. The construction duration is estimated to take up to four months to complete.
Typical construction methods would be employed (e.g., cast-in-drilled hole foundations, retaining walls, slab on grade, minor structural earthwork and grading, street
and storm drain improvements, LOT pre-assembly). Construction is expected to commence in 2022 and be completed by 2023.
