	Project Description: The project site encompasses approximately 48 acres that includes 18.87 acres of water surface area that make up Lake Los Serranos. The site mostly vacant except for three residential buildings. The applicant is requesting the approval of a Tentative Tract Map, Site Plan Review and Minor Variance for development of a new residential development of 354 medium density residential apartment units. The West Village would consist of 13 two-story residential carriage buildings. The East Village would consist of 12 three-story residential buildings. Private recreation amenities include the lake, 2 clubhouses, 2 pools and a grass play area.
