Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The 10.7-acre project area is located at 650 North King Road in the City of San José, at the corner of North King Road
and Las Plumas Avenue. The project would demolish and remove four existing buildings on site and redevelop the
property with a new 225,280 square feet (sf) industrial/warehouse building within internal office use. The project site has
been the subject of extensive investigation for hazardous materials and recognized environmental conditions (RECS).
The applicant has consulted directly with the California Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC) to review all
findings and will prepare a Removal Action Workplan (RAW) for DTSC review and approval to address the
contamination. The project seeks a site development permit, grading permit, demolition permit, building permit, haul
route permit, lot line adjustment, tree removal permit, and Removal Action Workplan (RAW).

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

Air Quality: Project construction would temporarily exceed BAAQMD threshold limits for PM2.5. Unmitigated, the project
could produce up to 0.42 ug/m3, which would exceed the BAAQMD threshold of 0.3 uyg/m3. Unmitigated, the
carcinogenic risk from project construction would exceed the BAAQMD threshold of 10 in one million. Therefore, the
project would be required to apply MM AQ-1 that would require a construction operations plan prior to the issuance of
any demolition, grading permits, and/or building permits (whichever occurs earliest).

Biological Resources: Construction activities on the project site could impede the movement of nesting raptors or other
migratory birds. Therefore, the project would be required to apply MM BIO-1 that would: require pre-construction surveys;
schedule demolition outside the nesting season; and/or require appropriate buffers.

Hazards and Hazardous Materials: The project site is on a list of hazardous materials sites compiled pursuant to
Government Code Section 65962.5 and has a history of leaking underground storage tanks (LUSTS), associated soil
vapor where minimal levels of petroleum hydrocarbons have been identified in subsurface soils.Therefore, the project
would be required to apply MM HAZ-1 that would require preparation of a Site Management Plan or Removal Action
Workplan prior to issuance of grading permits.
