	Project's Effects: Project will be installing off-site drainage improvements.  There is a possibility that an existing off-site Valley Oak will be impacted if the existing ditch on the east side is graded.  Mitigation has been added to protect the driplines of the existing oak tree during construction.  The project proposes the removal of three (3) healthy native oak trees from the subject property.  A total of 36 DBH will be removed and mitigation has been added that proposes the option of on-site plantings or fee payments.  The project encroaches on several native oak trees along the Verner Avenue street frontage.  Exact mitigation fees will be calculated when improvement plans are submitted.  Drainage improvements may impact the existing ditch and a determination will need to be made if it is jurisdictional.
