	Project Description: The 28,875-square-foot project site (Assessors Block 0491, Lot 009) is within the block bounded by Chestnut Street to the north, Fillmore Street to the east, Lombard Street (U.S. 101) to the south, and Steiner Street to the west in the Marina neighborhood. The site contains a one-story, 6,000-square-foot commercial building and 35-space parking lot. The proposed project would demolish the existing building and construct a 3-story, approximately 40-foot-tall building containing 49 dwelling units and approximately 36,700 gross square feet of retail space including one loading dock. One level of below-grade parking is proposed for 20 vehicles. Vehicles would enter and exit the garage from Lombard Street. The project would include 80 class 1 off-street bicycle parking spaces, and 16 class 2 on-street bicycle parking spaces. Approximately 95 feet of curb along the project's Lombard Street frontage would be converted to commercial loading (yellow curb). Approximately 40 feet of curb along the project's Chestnut Street frontage be converted to passenger loading (white curb). Construction of the proposed project would involve about 19,500 cubic yards of soil to a depth of about 19 feet below grade. Approval action is a conditional use authorization for a planned unit development.
	Project's Effects: The proposed project's removal of 14 mature trees during bird breeding season for construction of the proposed project could result in a significant impact on native nesting birds. However, Mitigation Measure M-BI-2, Nesting Bird Protection will ensure compliance with the Fish and Game Code and migratory bird act and impacts to native or migratory nesting birds would be reduced to less than significant. The construction activities associated with the proposed project could result in potential impacts on archaeological resources, human remains, and tribal cultural resources. However, these impacts would be mitigated to less than significant levels with implementation of Mitigation Measures M-CR-2, Archaeological Testing, and M-TCR-1, Tribal Cultural Resources Archaeological Resource Preservation Plan and/or Interpretive Program. For these reasons, the proposed project’s impact with respect to the elimination of important examples of major periods of California history or prehistory would be less than significant with mitigation. Operation of the proposed project could result in a loading deficit, the secondary effects of which would substantially delay public transit. Implementation of M-TR-5, Driveway Loading and Operations Plan would ensure that impacts related to freight loading would be less than significant. The proposed project could result in potentially significant impacts related to health risk. Implementation of Mitigation Measure M-AQ-4a, Clean Off-road Construction Equipment and Mitigation M-AQ-4b, Clean Diesel Generators for Building Operations would ensure that health risk impacts related to construction air pollutant emissions would be less than significant both individually and cumulatively and would not result in adverse health effects to people living and working in the area.
	Areas of Controversy: On July 8, 2020 the planning department mailed a notification of project receiving environmental review to owners of properties within 300 feet of the project site, adjacent occupants, neighborhood groups, and other interested parties. The planning department received 4 comment letters expressing concerns about: 

• Overall size of the project and intensity of proposed retail uses relative to the existing building;
• Noise from the roof deck;
• Inadequate parking to support the project’s commercial retail and residential uses;
• Impacts on traffic and congestion surrounding the project site as a result of lost parking.
• Any work or traffic control that encroaches onto State ROW requires an encroachment permit that is issued by Caltrans.

The concerns and issues raised by the public in response to the notice were taken into consideration and incorporated in the environmental review and addressed in Section E.2 Population and Housing, Section E.5, Transportation and Circulation, and  Section E.6, Noise, and Section E.7 Transportation and Circulation, as appropriate. Additional comments requesting more information about the project plans were sent to the requestor.
