The Mayhew Channel Closure Structure Gate Hoist Improvement Project proposes to install a catwalk structure with mechanisms for safely
lifting and securing the closure structure steel flap gates across the Mayhew Channel to permit maintenance of the structure and removal of
debris from behind the gates without the risk of accidental closure. The catwalk structure will be anchored on the walls of the drainage channel
so that there would be no ground disturbance while constructing the catwalk. A concrete pad will be built to the east of the channel that will be
used as a staging area for the project. The lifting mechanism would be housed on a trolley that would be moved along the catwalk, which would
then lift the steel flap gate. With the gate open, maintenance workers and equipment can access the channel area behind the gate.
