Site Development Permit SDP21-00 to allow the development of a wood pellet facility consisting of a 4,000 square foot
building, outdoor equipment, covered storage, outdoor storage, and associated infrastructure. The project site consists of

two parcels totaling 3.24+ acres zoned M-1 (Light Industrial) and O (Open Space) under Title 17 of the Tuolumne County
Ordinance Code.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

All potential impacts were reduced to less to less than significant with mitigation. A lighting plan is required as mitigation
to reduce impacts related to aesthetics. Mitigation for air quality would ensure monitoring data submitted to Air Pollution
Control District to ensure the facility meets applicable Federal, State, and Local thresholds would reduce impacts for air
quality. Mitigation measures consisting of requiring orange fencing around existing Open Space, a fence protecting the
Open Space once operational, construction best management practices, and pre-construction nesting bird surveys were
incorporated to reduce impacts related to biological resources. Mitigation measures were incorporated to require
protection of cultural resources potentially found during construction activities to reduce impacts regarding cultural and

tribal cultural resources. Mitigation measures limiting noise levels and hours of construction were incorporated to reduce
impacts related to noise.
