	Project Description: The proposed project involves the reconstruction of 1 mile of an existing 2-lane Riggin Avenue between Kelsey Street and Shirk Street to accommodate a 4-lane arterial street with 110’ total ROW. Improvements would include new 12’ vehicular travel lanes (4 lanes total), new Class II bike lanes, new street lighting, new landscaped medians, a new bus turnout, new fire hydrants, new sewer line, new traffic signal, and curb returns at all involved intersections.
	Project's Effects: The project may have an biological impact through conflict with  local policies or ordinances protecting biological resources, such as a tree preservation policy or ordinance.  One mitigation is included for Biological impacts: Removal of the valley oak tree requires mitigation by paying a mitigation fee, or by performing in-kind mitigation, or by a combination of payment of mitigation fee and in-kind mitigation. 

The project may have a cultural resource impact through the adverse change in a historical resource, archaeological resource, or human remains disturbance.  Two mitigations are included for Cultural impacts: 1) If cultural resources are encountered during ground-disturbing activities, work in the immediate area must halt and an archaeologist meeting the Secretary of the Interior’s Professional Qualifications Standards for archaeology (NPS 1983) should be contacted immediately to evaluate the find. If the discovery proves to be significant under CEQA, additional work such as data recovery excavation and Native American consultation may be warranted to mitigate any adverse effects.  2)  If human remains are discovered, proper follow up must be conducted in accordance with State of California Health and Safety Code,
	Areas of Controversy: No known controversy.
