The proposed project is a Site Development Permit to demolish the two existing warehouse buildings, totaling 289,330 sf, and construct a
302,772 sf tilt-up warehouse building at 5853 Rue Ferrari in City of San Jose. While no end users have been identified, the building is
programmed and designed to attract users such as logistics, e-commerce, warehouse/distribution, wholesaling, industrial services, and light to
medium manufacturing. The new warehouse building would contain approximately 292,772 sf of warehouse space and 10,000 sf of office
space. The office space may serve as additional office/research and design (R&D) space, storage or a variety of other uses. The proposed
warehouse building would include 47 loading dock doors for trailer, box, and recycling trucks on the west side of the warehouse building. The
proposed project also includes surface parking with 108 trailer truck stalls and 296 automobile stalls on site.
