Commercial cannabis cultivation inside greenhouses. To include:

Aesthetics: screening using vegetative screening and fencing; outdoor lighting plan / downcast lighting required; blackout
screening required inside greenhouses to prevent light migration.

Air Quality and Energy: diesel powered generators / equipment to be registered with Lake Co. AQMD; vegetation to be
chipped and spread; palliatives (water) to be applied to site for dust mitigation during and after construction; gravel on all
vehicle surfaces; MSDS for any potentially hazardous chemicals is required.

Biological Resources: Breeding (nesting) survey required if site disturbance occurs between April 1 and August 31; no
site disturbance allowed during rainy season, and no earth movement allowed into or close to surface water sources.
Cultural Resources: requires employee training to recognize potentially sensitive artifacts, relics or remains during and
after site disturbance; requires Tribe notification if any potentially sensitive items are uncovered.

Geological Resources: Soil stability measures; limited site disturbance during non rainy season; site monitoring to occur
during site disturbance activity.

Hazards / Hazardous Mat'ls: chemical storage required in locked structure. Best management practices required for
stormwater mitigation. Cleanup required for any fuel spills. Specific disposal requirements for chemicals.

Noise: Limits to noise during and after construction occurs measured at property lines.

Wildfire: Prepare and review evacuation plan with employees.
