1. A Use Permit to allow a car wash, and a drive through restaurant within 300 feet of a residential zoning district.
2. A Tentative Parcel Map to divide the 4.1 acre parcel into six parcels.
3. A Design Review to comply with the Countywide Design Guidelines.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

Project impacts would occur in the following resource areas: Air Quality, Noise, Biological Resources related to removal
of Valley Grassland Acreage within the South Sacramento Habitat Conservation Plan Area (SSHCP), Undiscovered
Cultural Resources, and Greenhouse Gas Emissions. Standard mitigation for basic construction emissions control
practices will reduce project impacts to air quality to less than significant under CEQA. Mitigation requiring sound
absorptive treatments to the interior of the car wash building and a sound blocking hood to the car wash exit will reduce
noise impacts associated the proposed car wash use. Mitigation requiring compliance with the SSHCP through payment
of fees to remove Valley Grassland acreage and compliance with project Avoidance and Minimization Measures for the
potential of special status species will reduce project impacts to biological resources to less than significant under CEQA.
In the event of inadvertent discovery of cultural resources during project construction, further mitigation is required that
will reduce project impacts to cultural resources to less than significant under CEQA. Standard best management
practices mitigation requiring no natural gas (with the exception of cooking equipment for the proposed restaurant uses)
and meeting CalGreen Tier 2 standards will reduce project impacts to greenhouse gases to less than significant under
CEQA. Other alternatives are included in the mitigation to offset greenhouse gas emissions associated with the cooking
equipment of the proposed restaurant uses.
