Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The project includes removing the existing 11-span, 204-foot-long bridge and replacing it with a cast-in-place concrete
box girder 2-span bridge approximately 225-feet-long and 28-feet-wide to accommodate two 10-foot-wide travel lanes,
2-foot-wide shoulders, and two concrete barrier rails with guard rail end treatments. Existing wood and steel bridge
pilings and piers will be removed. The new single concrete bridge column will be approximately 4.5 feet in diameter with
a seven-foot diameter pile. New concrete abutments will be supported by concrete piles and the embankment will be
protected with rock slope protection. Additional construction activities include clearing and grubbing vegetation, stream
diversion and dewatering, public utility relocation, stormwater treatments, installation of falsework, road approach work,
and habitat mitigation. Construction access, material storage, and equipment/vehicle staging will occur within the
designated County right-of-way and adjacent private land to the southeast or southwest to be secured under a
Temporary Construction Easement. The project is located approximately 6 miles west of Templeton in northern San Luis
Obispo County.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

Nearly all of the project-related impacts would be temporary, occurring during the active construction period.

Air Quality: measures such as using water trucks or APCD approved dust suppressants.

Biological Resources: restore temporarily disturbed areas, implement erosion control and water quality protection
measures, conduct pre-construction surveys for special-status wildlife species, and limit project boundaries. Biological
monitoring conducted by agency-approved biologists would be conducted throughout the construction phase of the
project to ensure compliance with the protective measures. A Diversion and Dewatering Plan as well as a Bat Mitigation
Plan would also be implemented.

Cultural Resources: pre-construction briefings for construction crews, periodic cultural resource monitoring, and
prescribed actions to be taken in the event previously unanticipated resources are discovered during construction.
Hazards and Hazardous Materials: Preliminary Site Investigation to collect soil samples in areas planned for soil
disturbance in upcoming construction and test the soil for ADL, pesticides, and metals. Proper handling and disposal of
LBP, hazardous wood, asphalt and concrete materials. Implement a Spill protection Plan.

Noise: construction activities restricted to daylight hours.

If applicable, describe any of the project's areas of controversy known to the Lead Agency, including issues raised by
agencies and the public.

The San Luis Obispo County Air Pollution Control District raised the issue of of lead-based paint abatement and

asbestos. Air Quality impacts will be mitigated to less than significant levels with the implementation of Mitigation
Measures in the MND.

Through Native American Outreach, one tribe raised the issue of potential inadvertent impacts to previously unidentified

or buried cultural resources. Implementation of Mitigation Measures in the MND will mitigate cultural and tribal issues to
less than significant levels.

The United State Fish and Wildlife Service and National Marine Fisheries Service raised the issue of the impacts to

CRLF and steelhead. Implementation of the Biological Mitigation Measures will reduce impacts to less than significant
levels.
