	Project Description: The proposed project consists of improving about 250 feet of an existing unpaved access road and installing a 40-ft. long by 12-ft. wide prefabricated metal bridge across the intermittent tributary of San Antonio creek that bisects the project parcel. The existing driveway and bridge accessing the property from Wilson Hill Road would not be changed.
	Project's Effects: Impact: Migratory, nesting, and special-status bird species could occur on the project site, especially in the mature trees on site (Aleppo pines and Valley oaks) including oak titmouse and Nuttall’s woodpecker.

Mitigation Measure BIO-1: Nesting Bird Surveys. A biologist familiar with the natural history and identification of native birds shall conduct a nesting bird survey within 48 hours prior to construction activities. Monitoring: Before issuance of a Building Permit, the CDA shall confirm that special-status bird protection measures have been incorporated.

Impact: The Geotechnical Investigation found that erosion of the creek banks could result in over-steepening the banks and reduced slope stability.

Mitigation Measure GEO-1: If additional erosion protection along the creek bank upstream or downstream may be needed in the future to prevent damage to the bridge footings, the protection shall be as described in the Bauer Associates Inc. Geotechnical Report and, for Monitoring, confirmed by CDA before issuance of a Building Permit for any subsequent stabilization work.
