The project would result in upgrades to the 13-acre La Brea Tar Pits site, including renovations to the George C. Page
Museum and the development of a new museum northwest of the George C. Page Museum (40,000 gross square feet).
The project would also include improvements to the existing tar pit facilities, modifications to the configuration of the
pedestrian paths, and improvements to the recreational areas within the site. Enhanced landscaping would be added
throughout the project site, including native vegetation planting and the addition of three biofiltration features to improve
stormwater management. The existing entrances at both Wilshire Boulevard and South Curson Avenue and West 6th
Street would be renovated and the parking lot would be relocated 50 to 70 feet to the north.

Areas of controversy raised by public agencies, public organizations, and individual members of the public primarily
included concerns regarding the overall design of the project as it relates to protecting the passive recreational spaces at
the site; the potential for project renovations to increase lighting in the area; changes to landscaping and the potential for
tree removal and/or replacement within the project site; and impacts of the project on traffic and circulation. To the extent
these issues and concerns are within the scope of CEQA, they are addressed in the evaluation and mitigation measures
are included in Chapter 5, Environmental Impact Analysis, of the Draft EIR.
