The proposed project includes the construction of a new multi-family apartment community on two separate parcels
(referred to as Lot 1 and Lot 6) within the Folsom Corporate Center. The apartment community in total would consist of
253 apartment units, two clubhouses, 491 parking spaces, and indoor and outdoor amenities unique to each parcel.
On-site parking would include garage parking spaces, carport covered parking spaces, and uncovered parking spaces.
The units would be available as one-, two-, or three-bedroom apartments, and would range from 690 square feet (sf) to
1,325 sf. The proposed project would require a General Plan Amendment, Rezone, Planned Development Permit,
Design Review, and Tree Removal Permit.
