	Project Description: The City of Sacramento Well Replacement Project consists of the long-term (up to 15 years or potentially longer) replacement of up to 38 groundwater extraction wells that are at or near the end of their useful life. Due to climate change, extremely dry years are expected to be more frequent and intense, and maintaining the City’s capability to extract groundwater more reliably will allow the City to diversify its water supply portfolio.  The replacement well locations are at sites within residential, commercial, and industrial areas, schools, parks, and existing municipal utility facilities. The replacement wells would be located within the City's water service area which overlies the North American and South American Subbasin of the Sacramento Valley Groundwater Basin. The Project includes the construction and operation of the extraction wells, including wells and wellhead facilities, as well as sanitary sewer connections for filter backwash water, and drinking water distribution system connections. Most wells would be capable of producing approximately 1,250 gallons per minute. The Project also includes the destruction of the existing 38 groundwater extraction wells after each replacement well is fully operational.
	Project's Effects: Aesthetic impacts of new wells and construction activities would be reduced with AES-1 and AES-2 to minimize impacts on public views and construction glare/light spillage. Air quality impacts from construction emissions would be reduced with AIR-1, thru AIR 4 to control dust, diesel exhaust, construction equipment maintenance, and phasing of well drilling, respectively. Biological resource impacts to species and habitats during construction would reduced with BIO-1 thru BIO-8, requiring surveys, avoidance of special status plants; construction start outside nesting season, or pre-construction surveys; conduct work in dry season or include work buffers and fencing; avoidance of wetlands or obtain permits. Cultural and tribal resource impacts would be reduced with CUL-1 thru CUL-3/TCR-1 thru TCR-3 requiring worker awareness training; avoidance/minimization measures if resources are encountered; contact archaeologist & tribal representatives to assess any finds and ensure proper treatment, respectively. Paleo resource impacts from construction would be reduced with GEO-1 requiring worker awareness training. Greenhouse gas emission impacts would be reduced with GHG-1 thru GHG-4 requiring phasing of well drilling, fleet electrification, participation in SolarShares; and purchase of carbon offsets for any methane emissions. Hazardous materials exposure risks would be reduced with HAZ-1 thru HAZ-3 requiring Hazardous Materials/Spill Prevention plans; scheduling material deliveries outside school hours; environmental site assessment/remediation as needed, respectively. Construction noise impacts would be reduced with NOI-1 and NOI-2, noise barriers and noise reduction measures, respectively. Construction traffic impacts would be reduced with TRA-1, requiring a traffic control plan. 
	Areas of Controversy: During scoping the public raised concerns on noise impacts, insect displacement, and foundation shifting for homes during construction of replacement wells. California Department of Fish and Wildlife raised concerns regarding impacts on shallow groundwater resources from implementation of the project.
