Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

[The project is a self-storage facility with Recreational Vehicle (RV) storage on approximately 10 acres in the West
Roseville Specific Plan. The project includes two phases. Phase 1 includes a 1,241-square-foot office, a
1,813-square-foot caretaker's unit, six (6) self-storage buildings totaling 131,972 square feet, and 279 RV storage
spaces. Phase 2 of the project would eliminate some of the RV storage spaces in order to accommodate a seventh
self-storage building for a total of 202,601 square feet and 173 RV spaces. The project entitlements include a Design
Review Permit to review the site design and a Specific Plan Amendment to allow an on-site caretaker's unit with
approval of an Administrative Permit.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

In reviewing the site specific information provided for this project and acting as Lead Agency, the City of Roseville,
Development Services Department, Planning Division has analyzed the potential environmental impacts created by this
project and determined that the impacts are less than significant. As demonstrated in the initial study checklist, there are
no project specific significant effects which are peculiar to the project or site that cannot be reduced to less than
significant effects through mitigation (CEQA Section 15183) and therefore an EIR is not required. Therefore, on the basis
of the foregoing initial study, the proposed project will not have a significant effect on the environment and a Negative
Declaration has been prepared.

The project will be subject to the applicable mitigation measures from the West Roseville Specific Plan EIR, as described
and attached in the Intial Study as Attachment 2. Given these measures are already a requirement of the Specific Plan,
no mitigation is required for the project.
