The proposed East San Gabriel Valley Area Plan (ESGVAP or Project) is a community-based plan to enhance, guide,
and support the long-term growth, development, and maintenance of 24 unincorporated communities in the East San
Gabriel Valley (ESGV) planning area. The Project is an extension of the Los Angeles County General Plan that focuses
on the unique characteristics and needs of local communities. The ESGVAP consists of 6 elements (Land Use Element,
Economic Development Element, Community Character and Design Element, Natural Resources and Conservation
Element, Mobility Element, Parks and Recreation Element) and 15 community specific chapters. The ESGVAP has both
area-wide goals, policies, and implementation actions and community-specific goals, policies, and implementation
actions. The Project includes changes to land use and zoning designations to accommodate growth near major transit
stops and corridors, implement the housing element, and bring zoning, land use policy and existing use into consistency,
which in turn requires changes to zoning and land use maps. The Project also includes an ordinance with new area wide
standards as well as update to existing standards.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

The environmental impacts that would result from anticipated future development under the East San Gabriel Valley Area
Plan would be significant and unavoidable for the following topics: aesthetics, air quality, biological resources, noise, and
transportation. The following mitigation measures are incorporated to help reduce impacts related to biological resources:
MM BIO-4.4-1, Aquatic, Wetland, or Riparian Habitats; MM BIO-4.4-2 Nesting Birds. Impacts to related to aquatic,
wetland, or riparian habitats would be less than significant after application of mitigation measures. In addition, impacts
related to nesting birds would be less than significant after application of mitigation measures. The following mitigation
measures are incorporated to help reduce impacts related to noise: MM NOI-4.11-1,
Commercial/Industrial/Mixed-Use/Accessory Commercial Units (ACUs) Operational Noise; MM NOI-4.11-2, Construction
Noise; MM NOI-4.11-3, Construction Vibration. However, construction noise impacts from reasonably foreseeable project
construction activities, as well as operation noise would remain significant and unavoidable after application of mitigation
measures. In addition, vibration impacts from reasonably foreseeable project construction activities would remain
significant and unavoidable after application of mitigation measures. The following mitigation measures are incorporated
to help reduce impacts related to transportation: MM TR-4.15-1, VMT Reduction Projects; MM TR-4.15-2, TDM
Strategies. However, impacts related to VMT per service population would remain significant and unavoidable after
application of mitigation measures.
