Public Use Permit No. 210002 (PUP 210130) and Tentative Parcel Map No. 38214 (TTM 210002) proposes the
construction of a 53,466 square-foot (sf) | Kuan Tao — Riverside County campus (IKT Riverside) to meet the needs of the
underserved segment of Riverside County who currently travel to a temple in Los Angeles County. The temple’s religious
and educational programming is focused on Western culture which focuses on quiet activities such as meditation and
prayer.
