Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The project consists of demolition of an existing parking lot and construction of a new three-story, approximately
53-foot-high, approximately 64,000-square-foot Police Station building, and associated 37.5-foot-high, approximately
84,000-square-foot parking structure to accommodate 236 parking spaces (128 for Police Department fleet vehicles and
108 for employee vehicles). Each structure would also have a subterranean level. Emergency service antennas would be
installed on the roof of the parking structure. Eight additional vehicle surface parking spaces and four bicycle parking
spaces would be provided for visitors. Grading includes 22,000 cubic yards of export. A total of 23 Tipuana tipu trees and
12 oak trees would be removed; 9 Tipuana tipu trees would be protected. The existing MTD bus stop shelter on Cota
Street would be relocated along Cota Street. The existing plagues commemorating the old Lincoln School would also be
relocated and incorporated into the project. The project requires Height Exception and Development Plan approvals by
the Planning Commission and Project Design and Final approvals by the Architectural Board of Review. The parcel has a
zoning designation of MC and a General Plan Designation: of Commercial Industrial/ Medium High Density Residential.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

Air Quality and GHGs: Construction emissions may affect nearby sensitive receptors. Mitigation measures for
diesel-powered equipment and compliance with APCD Rules would reduce emissions.

Biological Resources: The Project would result in the removal of 23 trees and potential damage to 9 trees. Mitigation
includes tree replacement at a 1.25 ratio, tree protection measures, and avoidance of the bird nesting season

Cultural and Tribal Cultural Resources: A historical era Archaeological Site (sandstone well) was discovered onsite
during an extended Phase 1 Investigation. Site design would avoid the sandstone well feature, the feature would remain
in situ through capping, mitigation includes a limited data recovery and monitoring.

Geology & Soils (shallow groundwater): Site contains shallow groundwater, liquefaction, and expansive soils. Mitigation
includes geotechnical report recommendations such as anchor tiebacks, excavation dewatering, engineered fill, and
paleontological resources impact mitigation program in the unlikely event unique geological resources are encountered.
Hazards & Hazardous Materials: Contaminated soil and groundwater may be present. Mitigation includes soil
management plan, groundwater monitoring, and oversight by the Santa Barbara County Environmental Health Services
for disposal.

Noise: Project may result in construction noise and operational noise. Mitigation would reduce noise during construction.
Sound attentuation and sounds measurements would ensure operational noise is below threshold.

Public Services: May exceed solid waste threshold. Mitigation for Solid Waste Management Plan.
